The People Speak 2005

In 2005, The People Speak will bring balanced discussion to a vital foreign policy topic: The United Nations.

This fall during the UN’s 60th year, world leaders will come together at the 2005 World Summit in New York to review issues such as terrorism, the progress of the Millennium Declaration adopted by all of the Member States in 2000, UN reform, and many others.  This review will address how the UN can best bring about a safer, healthier, more prosperous world.  At this crucial juncture, The UN and its relationship with the world’s only superpower, the United States, will present vital considerations for all Americans and the world’s people.

The People Speak 2005 will employ technology to better connect concerned participants with events, foreign policy materials, our tool kit, and each other.  A new website will enable users to download all materials, including articles and publications from sponsoring organizations. GRANT OVERVIEW














Indiana Campus Compact, with support from the United Nations Foundation and national Campus Compact, will award grants (up to $300 per application) to fund the development and implementation of a STUDENT-LED forum or event to take place between September 1 – November 30, 2005.  These events or forums will engage groups of students, faculty, staff, and/or community and business members in a discussion surrounding one or more of the following 2005 topics:

· Poverty, Hunger, and Health
· War and Conflict
· Weapons of Mass Destruction and Terrorism
· The Environment 
WHO CAN APPLY?













All students, student groups, faculty, and staff at member campuses of Indiana Campus Compact are eligible to apply.  However, please note that the event or forum MUST be STUDENT-LED.  Collaborations with community or business partners are strongly encouraged. GRANT AMOUNT, DUE DATE, AND AWARD PROCESS









Indiana Campus Compact will award grants to host a forum up to $300.  Applications are accepted at any time and awards will be granted on a first-come, first-serve basis (Our goal is to sponsor 12 different events throughout the state).  Match is not required but encouraged.  Indirect costs are unallowable.  For example, the grant money can be spent on supplies and materials needed to implement your project, as well as some transportation and food costs.  However, the funds may not be used to buy gifts or make donations, to pay salary or wages, or to purchase capital items.  Capital items are generally defined as equipment or items that will last longer than the length of the project.  Please note: This grant is provided on a reimbursement basis.  Please keep copies of all original receipts.  Indiana Campus Compact will reimburse the Institution for the costs of the project upon receipt of your final report. 
REPORTING REQUIREMENTS












Following the planned event, a brief summary (2-4 pages) of event activities will be due to Indiana Campus Compact and the United Nations Foundation.  It must include:  Names of moderators/panelists, a general summary of the event activities and views expressed, and any media-related articles/pieces.  

THE PEOPLE SPEAK GRANT BACKGROUND










The People Speak project was launched in October 2003 to raise the level of national dialogue about America’s role in the world.  The nonpartisan project was spear-headed by the United Nations Foundation and backed by a coalition of national cooperating organizations from across the political spectrum, including the American Enterprise Institute, the Open Society Institute, the Jesse Helms Center, the Rockefeller Brothers Fund, the League of Women Voters, and Empower America.  

Held during a five-week span, last year's series saw more than 4,000 public events in all 50 states—at a rate of more than 100 events a day!  These events ranged from town hall meetings and student debates organized by the National Forensic League, to parliamentary debates pairing prison inmates and university debaters in Oregon, to videoconference events pairing Midwestern university students with students at universities in the Middle East and Europe, through a partnership with Americans for Informed Democracy. 
In 2005, Indiana Campus Compact, in partnership with the initiative organizers, hopes to reach a larger number of communities and individuals.  APPLY TODAY TO TAKE PART IN THIS UNIQUE OPPORTUNITY!

· To bring together people from diverse backgrounds and experiences,

· To open avenues for discussion, learning, and cooperation,

· To promote understanding of different points of view,

· Meetings of professional experts
